What to do?

Case Description
The company is required to reach a checkpoint within a set time as part of an important combat exercise. Halfway through, they encounter a sensitive nature area (stream, protected vegetation, rare bird's nest). If they bypass the area, they'll be late. If they cross, they'll damage nature. If they report, they might stop the exercise.• Do they delay the mission and report to the commander, risking the mission?

• Do they choose to continue as usual in the name of discipline and success?
• Do they try to improvise a creative solution without disrupting the mission or harming nature?
What to do?
• Divide the team into specific functions (according to group size)
• Make a group decision while hearing opposing positions• Move to stage B of the scenario – and hold an additional discussion

• Approach the instructor to receive a KKL flag as a mark of excellence
